Over the last year only 30 feet of
road from the concrete drainage ribbons
has been maintained with grading, dust
control and snow removal on North Lake
Shore Drive. Later this fall, North Lake
Shore Drive will be officially “narrowed”
to its proper road width.

North Lake Shore Drive became
wider in 2003 when drainage
improvements were installed by SID #8.
Plans to install the drainage system
included surveys which showed that the
road was no longer in its original position
so the Homeowner’s Association elected
to move the road back to its originally
platted site so concrete ribbons could be
placed in the road easement. Thus the
road appeared to become wider in many
spots. This fall that will be corrected.

Woodcliff maintenance will install a
rope fence and 200 red cedar trees will be
planted behind it. Additional landscaping
may follow to enhance the tree rows.

Reflectors will be placed on the
fence as a night-time reminder of the new
road edge. Please continue to observe the
speed limit and use caution to avoid any
accidents while everyone becomes
accustomed to the narrower road.

Lake Ski-Di Level

The level of water in Lake Ski-Di will be lowered for the off-season beginning on October 15" as
usual. This process takes three to five days. Please plan accordingly for removing watercraft or
scheduling any work on seawalls, docks, and lifts.

Boat Ramp Gates

Gate attendants will soon be returning to school and no longer staffing the boat ramp gates. Area
marinas have their own key to the gate but if you are removing your boat from the lake yourself, you
will need to make an appointment 24 hours in advance to have the gate opened.

Maintenance, Security and the office have regular workloads and will need to plan ahead for time to
open the gate. Thank you!

Other Fall Preparation Reminders

® When closing up your property for the winter, be sure to secure all valuables, lock all doors and
windows, and consider shutting the water off at the main curb stop near the road to avoid frozen,
broken pipes which could flood the cabin.

®Please use non-phosphorous fertilizers on lawns which are highly recommended near lakes to help
minimize algae.

®Dumping of grass and leaves in the lakes is not permitted. These materials also stimulate algae
growth. The office has information on places which take yard waste.

®Please refrain from feeding the ducks and geese. Feeding them encourages them to stay longer,
which produces more waste which dirties the lake and once again, promotes algae growth.

@ Construction equipment and unlicensed vehicles, trailers, etc. are not allowed to be stored regularly
on any lot unless parked within a garage structure per the Woodcliff covenants.

ATV/UTV use on Common Ground

Please use your best judgment when driving ATVs/UTVs in common ground areas. These areas are
frequented by children of all ages and excessive speed, “wheelies”, and “cookies” are not safe for
pedestrians and create damage to trees and equipment. Complaints have been rampant this
summer about damage, noise, and dust created by these types of vehicles. Please remind everyone
about respecting others and their property so that ATVs/UTVs remain a part of the good life at
Woodcliff. Various types of outdoor recreation are what everyone loves about Woodcliff but it must
not be at the expense of others’ outdoor enjoyment and safety.

It was a long hot summer, and with the
river remaining high ATV complaints were up. |
am sure this will be a point of discussion at the
next several meetings. It is a complicated issue
with many differing opinions, but the fact is there
are more and more ATVs, bigger and faster, and
the riding areas are dwindling. It is a similar
issue to speeding complaints, when the roads are
dusty speeding complaints go up. I am not sure
what the answer is, or if there really is an answer
at all. It is only a matter of time before the
Railroad takes action on ATVs in the trails along
the tracks. With the improvements made to the
volleyball court/basketball court area and the
addition of the playground equipment there, it is
no longer safe for ATV traffic in that area. ATVs
and small children playing do not mix well. I
have suggested many times trying to approach the
adjoining land owners and an “ATV Club”
leasing the land for ATV use. This is something
that residents would have to do, not something the
Board could do. I guess time will tell.

There are some changes in Nebraska State
Law coming in 2012 that will affect us here at
Woodcliff. As of January 2012 anyone under the
age of 27 will be required to have a Boater Safety
Course in order to operate any watercraft. Our
rules will change to reflect this and will be
enforced. I will be teaching three Boater Safety
Classes next May, probably on the first three
Saturdays. If you need this course, watch for the
announcement of the dates. It is only $10 to take
the course, $75 if you fail to take the course. If
there is enough interest, I could hold some
courses this winter.

It was a relatively safe and almost accident-
free summer, and we appreciate your continued
support and cooperation.

PRODUCTS DOWN THE TOILET
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Swiffer Wipes and cleaning cloths of any
type should NEVER be flushed down the toilets
at Woodcliff even though labels say they can be
disposed of in this manner. These wipes and
cloths get stuck in the sewer lift station pumps
and damage the pumps.

In June, the pump at lift station #2 had to
be replaced at a cost of approximately $4,000 for
this reason — a wipe was caught in the pump
causing it to jam and the motor to overheat. The
lift station was inoperable while a new pump was
purchased and repairs completed.

PeopleService has made numerous
emergency service calls over the past couple
years to Woodcliff for this reason. PeopleService
is researching which lots divert into life station #2
and will be notify each lot individually.

Please make sure that everyone in your
household and any domestic help is aware of this
restriction immediately! This will help the SID
avoid incurring further costs due to cleaning
cloths.
