The County 
Surveyor was asked by the Woodcliff Board 
to mark the road edge near the gate and it 
was determined the road is about twice as 
wide as the gate in that area. 
 Residents of Twin Lakes Road have 
asked the Board to halt the flow of traffic 
around the gate and overwhelmingly agreed 
that the gate should remain closed at all 
times.  Therefore, the Woodcliff Board has 
agreed to enlarge the gate to cover the entire 
width of the road easement and permanently 
lock the gate. 
 Residents are reminded that NO 
PARKING in front of the gate will be strictly 
enforced.  Violators will be towed 
immediately.  Emergency personnel will be 
able to open the gate in an emergency and 
access must be attainable at all times. 
 ‘No Outlet’ signs will be posted at the 
opposite end of Twin Lakes Road and 
everyone is reminded that this road has a 
10mph Speed Limit and can only be 
accessed from the northwest end near The 
Corral.  Please make sure that everyone in 
your family and all guests are aware of the 
restrictions on Twin Lakes Road.

Welcome to Matt and Scott as they join the dedicated group of volunteers who sit on the 
Woodcliff Board!  Thanks go also to Sean Kenny and Tip Emmons, retiring board members, for 
their many years of valuable service! 
 
2010 Rules Committee  
     The 2010 Rules Committee will form this fall.  Revised rules for 2010 will be presented to the 
Board in January or February.  Board member Kathy Griess will chair this committee.  If you 
would like to volunteer to be a part of this committee and process, please contact the office

Lowering the Level of Lake Ski-Di  will begin October 15th.  Please plan for this when 
considering removal of watercraft from the lake.  Most marinas in the area are aware of this, 
however a reminder when scheduling for removal and storage of all watercraft is a good idea. 
 
Woodcliff Roads  
     All roads were graded and the third application of dust control applied during the last week of 
August in preparation for the Labor Day weekend.  Magnesium chloride is used as the dust 
control agent and is water soluble and environmentally safe for use in lake areas. 
 
BNSF Railroad Crossing  
    The Burlington Northern Railroad should have completed repairs to the railroad crossing at the 
Woodcliff entrance by the time you read this.  A new (and smooth) cement crossing was 
scheduled to be installed September 1st and 2nd.   Our vehicles thank you, BNSF!!!! 
 
Lake Water Clarity  
     The Board contracted this spring for an application of copper sulfate to reduce algae and help 
the lake water clarity in both lakes.  Additional spraying of all coves was done by maintenance in 
August with Cutrine Plus, a copper sulfate product.  Attention to this issue will continue next year.  
Your help is needed to reduce the amount of phosphorous in the lakes, which promotes algae 
growth.  Two things add to the phosphorous level:  waterfowl droppings and decomposing yard 
waste.  Please Do Not Feed the Geese and Do Not Dump leaves, grass clippings, etc into the 
lake.  Help us minimize the phosphorous and therefore, reduce summer algae blooms! 
 
Final June 27, 2008 Storm Notes:  
  RePlant Woodcliff has spent numerous hours beautifying the common grounds, thank you!   A 
4wheel drive ATV and a ZTR mower were purchased last month for Woodcliff maintenance to 
mow and harrow around the plantings.  Woodcliff maintenance will be doing final storm repairs 
this fall, including installing yellow rope fencing and painting the well houses.  Two trees in Quack 
Bay are contracted for removal.  The Board is still awaiting FEMA reimbursement funds in the 
amount of $3,634. Thanks to everyone for your help and patience in the recovery process! 
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     Last October the Homeowners’ Board met with Bob Hampton, owner of Lot S1102, to address 
issues concerning the fifty feet of concrete footing and vertically protruding re-bar he had erected 
in and parallel to South Shore Road near the corner entrance of Cottonwood Lane.  Essentially, 
the Board’s concern was threefold:  (1) in express violation of the Covenants, the construction 
project had not been pre-approved by the Board;  (2) the footings and proposed six-foot concrete 
wall approximately fifty feet in length was not located on the lot owner’s property; and (3) the 
proposed wall, if allowed to be completed, would constitute an unauthorized use of and 
encroachment onto common area and road by a private lot owner as well as pose potential 
obstruction to road maintenance and use. 
     Rather than requiring Mr. Hampton to remove the footings, it was agreed that the vertical re-
bar would be cut off and the footings buried below road grade so as not to interfere with road 
maintenance and use.  At the conclusion of the meeting, Mr. Hampton indicated that he would 
like to landscape the slope adjacent to his property.  He was told that the Board would be willing 
to review any landscaping plans he might care to submit for its consideration.  However, without 
obtaining prior authorization from the Board, Mr. Hampton proceeded to build a substantial block 
retaining wall into the common area slope adjoining his property and to erect a 2 to 3 foot high 
berm cap on top of the wall encroaching the right of way as well as the road.  He also installed an 
irrigation system and various plantings along the top of the berm. 
     As you would expect, his construction project has resulted in numerous complaints to the 
Board from lot owners.  These complaints raise questions concerning the fact that his project was 
not pre-approved by the Board; that most, if not all of the project, has been erected on common 
area and/or the road so as to constitute an improper appropriation of common area and road right 
of way and a portion of the road itself for the exclusive and private use of a lot owner; and that the 
resulting berm has dramatically altered the road’s natural drainage of storm water from the road’s 
surface resulting in an abnormally muddy condition during rainy periods. 
     Clearly it would be the Board’s preference to avoid litigation as it seeks removal of the berm 
cap, if not all of the entire construction project, through amicable discussion and negotiation.  
However, the precedent and impact on possible future appropriation of common area by 
individual residents prevents us from allowing this use to continue without an acceptable solution.  
The matter is being handled by the Board’s legal counsel, Curt Bromm, and has yet to be 
resolved.  The Board would welcome your thoughts and comments concerning this issue. 
     Just as a reminder, as you plan your fall clean-up and construction projects, please check with 
Saunders and/or Dodge County officials to assure compliance with their permit and zoning 
requirements, then be sure to review Paragraphs 3 and 4 of the Amended Covenants adopted in 
2004.  In order to avoid an encroachment issue such as that reflected in the Hampton matter, you 
need to be mindful of the setback requirements reflected in Paragraph 3 which provide in respect 
to all new construction that there be at least 20 feet from the road, 10 feet from the side lines and 
25 feet from the lakes or Platte River.  Additionally, as you review Paragraph 4, you will note that 
virtually all construction requires pre-approval by the Board.  Specifically, “no building, fence, wall, 
or other structure shall be commenced, erected, or maintained upon the property, nor shall any 
exterior additions to  or change or alterations therein be made until the plans and specifications 
showing the nature, kind, shape, height, materials, and location of the same are submitted to and 
approved in writing…” by the Board.   
     Obviously, the provisions of Paragraphs 3 and 4 are intended to address and avoid the very 
issue that the Board now confronts as it attempts to resolve the dispute with the owner of S1102.  
Be assured that the Board is very mindful of the fact that the lakes, road and common area 
belong to ALL members of our association, and that the Board cannot and will not permit an 
encroachment or taking of common property that unreasonably interferes with your rights of use 
of such property as lot owners.

���     It has been a very long and busy 
summer.  Last year Security logged 3,021 
cases for the year, we are very close to 
breaking that number and its only August.  
We could easily log around 4,000 cases for 
this year.  This however, is not an indication 
of violations being on the rise, in fact 
violations and complaints have dropped 
significantly.  The increase can be attributed 
to more people, and increased use of the 
resources for assistance offered.  We have 
endeavored to learn from incidents taking 
place at other lake communities in the area, 
and adjusted our enforcement efforts 
accordingly.  I truly believe that this policy 
has prevented serious incidents from 
plaguing our community.  We will continue to 
stress compliance with safety regulations 
both on and off the water, and with your 
cooperation, get through the remainder of 
this year without serious incident, (believe 
me, I am knocking on wood right now). 
     I will be working on ATV and Boater 
Safety Course schedules this fall, and try to 
post them in early spring to allow you to 
schedule for them.  I am planning on three 
Boater Safety Courses, probably in MAY.  I 
am also exploring combining our ATV Safety 
Course with one presented by the national 
ATV Safety organization, and put on by the 
Extension Office.  Their course is more of a 
“hands on” course, teaching the basic safe 
operation of ATVs.  The guidelines for their 
course require “size appropriate” ATVs, 
pants, shoes, helmets, goggles and gloves 
and 8 students per course.  We are 
discussing combining two courses to get 16 
students at once, or scheduling multiple 
courses throughout the spring and early 
summer.  This would be combined with our 
ATV inspection, Rules review, and raffle.  I 
would appreciate your input in this program, 

and if you have ideas or would like to assist 
please contact me.   
     We are still working towards having a 
Cedar Bluffs Fire Department Sub-Station 
located at Woodcliff, but are still short of the 
members needed.  If you are interested in 
joining the Fire Department please contact 
the Cedar Bluffs Fire Department, Woodcliff 
Security, or one of the Woodcliff members for 
an application.  This is a very worthwhile 
effort, and would be of great benefit to the 
Woodcliff Community, not to mention lower 
your insurance premiums in a big way.  
Maybe if we combined the efforts of all the 
Woodcliff organizations, such as the Lakes 
Association, the Lions, RePlant, and the SID, 
we could bring this plan to fruition. 
 Thank you for your support and 
cooperation, and let’s work together to end 
another summer season safely and without 
incident.  LET’S BE SAFE OUT THERE!!!

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On July 1, 2009 there was a fire on the BNSF 
railroad bridge near Woodcliff.  Responding fire 
and railroad crews discovered ATV tracks and 
fireworks debris at the scene of the fire.  The 
damage to the bridge totaled $1,700.  
Fortunately, no one was injured and no train 
derailed, however train traffic was delayed for 
some time.  BNSF railroad personnel have been 
instructed to report any trespassers and record 
plate numbers on any ATVS observed on BNSF 
property.  BNSF has installed “jersey barrier” in 
the areas of concern to prevent ATVs from 
driving on the ballast rock along the tracks.  
Undermining this ballast rock endangers the 
stability of the tracks, causing derailments and 
endangering Woodcliff.  Stay away from the 
tracks and please inform your kids of the 
hazards.  No Trespassing signs are posted and 
TRESPASSERS WILL BE PROSECUTED.  
Local law enforcement and BNSF Police will 
patrol the area and trespassers will be 
documented in the BNSF database.  If you have 
information regarding the July 1st fire, please 
contact Woodcliff Security at 721-3000 or BNSF 
Railroad at 1-800-832-5452.  A reward for 
information is being considered. 
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 It is with great sadness that we report 
the passing of Ray Nelson , who was a long-
time member of the Woodcliff Lions Club.  A 
memorial in his honor will be placed at the 
Woodcliff entrance. 
 The Fourth of July  activities were a 
great success this year.  Your generous 
donations covered the costs of the fireworks 
which was $13,000.
