Annual Meeting and Special Assessment Meeting

The Annual Meeting will be Sunday, June 13, 2010, at 1:30pm at the Woodcliff Community Center and
will include a Special Assessment vote for paving from the entrance to the business district. A ballot for
the Special Assessment is included in this newsletter and must be returned at the meeting or sent to the
office before June 13™. Two other ballots included in this newsletter will also be counted and decided
upon at the same meeting.

Lake Water Clarity

The Board has continued to investigate a solution to the high level of phosphorous in the Woodcliff
lake water which is a food source for algae and contributes to the murky brown color of the water. After
extensive research, the Board has chosen to purchase a product from New Tech Bio in Pennsylvania
called Industrial Strength Biological Water Clarifier and Digester. Woodcliff maintenance will be applying
this product this summer to Lake Ski-Di according to the manufacturer’s directions. This will not be used
on the Fishing Lake this year because it has the benefit of being much deeper due to dredging in 2007
and therefore has less of an algae problem.

This product is a bacterial enzyme formula which is safe for the environment, people, pets and fish.
According to information from New Tech Bio, this “treatment with 12 trillion sludge digesting bacteria and
enzymes are 100% guaranteed to safely eliminate excess nutrients, slime and odors while digesting
phosphorous, ammonia, and nitrates and consumes sludge and odors while restoring your water’'s
biological function to pristine condition.” To save freight charges, a $29,000 order was placed for enough
product for this year and the Board will evaluate its effectiveness this fall.

Drinking Water Copper Testing

A certified water operator was hired to conduct drinking water tests of 20 homes in March. The Woodcliff
Board thought it best to verify that it was absolutely necessary to continue with the Optimal Corrosion
Control Treatment (OCCT) as required by the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services. Test
results were received this week and ALL 20 homes tested under the 1300 ug/L maximum contaminant
level for copper. The DHHS requires passing two rounds of this testing before it will release a water
system from a proposed OCCT plan; so the next step is to do the testing again. The office will contact
those tested previously for permission to test again sometime in May. Should these samples also test
under the contaminant level; the Board will ask to be released from the OCCT plan; if for some reason the
tests do not meet state standards, the Board will be required to proceed with the OCCT plan by hiring an
engineer and contractor. Cross your fingers for good test results which would save your Homeowner's
Association up to $150,000!

New Rules Violation Conseguences and Fine Schedule

The 2010 Nebraska Legislature passed LB736 in March which allows Homeowner's Associations to levy
and collect fines to enforce rules, etc. and proceed with property liens if fines remain unpaid. Therefore,
the Woodcliff Board has reinstated the fine schedule originally set up in 2006 effective May 1, 2010. A
copy of the new Violation Consequences and Fine Schedule is included in this newsletter. Please see
that family and friends are aware of the rules and the consequences which Security will be enforcing this
year.

Road Work

The Woodcliff Board and SID #8 are working together to get our roads in tip-top shape to improve
drainage. The SID is contributing $9,000 towards rock and $19,000 towards grading and rolling to put a
proper crown on the roads for optimum drainage. After all this work is complete, magnesium chloride will
be applied for dust control. All work is scheduled to be completed before the Memorial Day weekend,
weather permitting.

Road Work (continued)

Included in the Road work will be the narrowing of North Lake Shore Drive, also known as Airport
Road. Airport Road is twice the width necessary and costs the Association additional money
each year in rock and grading. Board members, in discussions with the contractor and members
of the SID Board, have agreed to narrow the road to 40 feet in width. Forty feet is still wider than
most country roads and wider than all other Woodcliff roads and will not only save the Association
money but create a safer driving environment. New 25mph speed limit signs will be installed
along with reflective markers to delineate the edge of the road.

Spillway Repairs

One of the spillway tubes has suffered damage from this winter’s ice on the river. The flap gate is
completely missing and the end of the pipe is bent on the north spillway tube. The spillway tubes,
located in the Church’s Cove basin, help regulate the lake level and the flap gates keep the river
water from entering Lake Ski-Di. The contractor that had installed the original flap gates in 2007
has been hired to replace the missing gate and make the necessary repairs when the river level is
down this summer. Cost for a new 30” gate plus labor and repairs will be $3,500.

VIOLATION CONSEQUENCES and FINE SCHEDULE
Effective May 1, 2010
Violations resulting in a citation will be reviewed by the Woodcliff Lakes Board of Directors at the

next regularly scheduled meeting. Members have the right to contest any citation. To contest a citation, a
member must notify the Woodcliff Office, by phone or mail, within ten (10) days of receiving the citation of
the intention to contest the citation at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting. Failure to notify the
Woodcliff Office will indicate that the citation is not to be contested. If a member, or their guest, is found in
violation, the resulting fines will be assessed accordingly:

Violations of the rules _, (unless specified below), will resultin a fine o f $25.00 on the first citation.

The second violation/citation of the same rule will result in the fine doubling, or $50.00, and the
process will repeat in this manner, doubling per vi olation of the same rule.
First Offense: $25.00 Second Offense: $50.00 Third Offense:  $100.00

and so forth...

Violation of the Reckless Operation Rules  will result in a fine of $100.00 on the first offe  nse/citation,

and subsequent violations/citations will result in the fine being doubled for each occurrence
thereafter.
First Offense: $100.00 Second Offense: $200.00 Third Offense:  $400.00

and so forth...

Violation of the Driving While Intoxicated/Driving Under the Influence (DWI/DUI) and Boating While
Intoxicated/Boating Under the Influence (BWI/BUI) r  ules will result in a fine of $500.00. Intoxicated
operators involved in accidents will be immediately referred to law enforcement agencies.

Violation of the rules pertaining to dumping of lea ves, vard waste, or other trash into the lakes will
result in a fine of $500.00 on the first offense/ci  tation, and subsequent violations will result in th e
fine doubling per offense/citation.

Dumping yard waste or trash on common ground, or any other Woodcliff Lakes property will result
in a fine of $250.00 per offense/citation, and subs  equent violations will result in the fine doubling
per offense/citation thereafter.

First Offense:  $250.00 Second Offense:  $500.00 Third Offense: $1,000.00

and so forth...

In addition to all fines, a lot owner will be responsible for any costs incurred by the Woodcliff Lakes
Association in collecting such fines and enforcing the covenants, rules and regulations of the Woodcliff
Lakes Association. Unless otherwise specifically provided to the contrary, the fines shall be per citation.
Violations by an individual within a period of twelve (12) months for the same rule will be considered a
repeat violation for purposes of fines.

As per 2010 Nebraska State Law LB 736, Woodcliff Lakes Inc., serving as the Homeowner's
Association, has the right to file a lien on a member’s real estate for assessments and fines imposed and
uncollected.

Verbal threats to members, Security, Board Members, and/or its employees will be cause for immediate
suspension of lake privileges. The Woodcliff Lakes Board will not tolerate disregard for the safety of others
or abusive language from offenders at any time.

Very serious violations _, regardless of the number of offense, will be handled on an individual basis, and
can result in immediate loss of Lake Privileges. In situations where life, limb, or property is put into
imminent danger, immediate suspension of all lake privileges pertaining to the violation will occur.

For the purpose of this document, “Lake Privileges” are defined as use of facilities, lakes, roads,
common grounds, ATV privileges, and watercraft privileges at Woodcliff Lakes, save for ingress and
egress from the main gate to the member’s lot by use of the roads. Loss of privileges will be enforced
upon the violator, and the lot owner, if the violator is a guest.

The Woodcliff Lakes Board of Directors is recommending selling a small piece of common
ground approximately 14.23’ wide by 88.41’ long to Ms. Vanessa Brady Lot S21 for the sum of
$500.

Ms. Brady inherited Lot S21 and would like to put this property on the market; however an
issue with the property line has arisen. The attached garage at S21 is situated over the lot line
on common ground which is the point of land at the entrance to the marina. This is through no
fault of Ms. Brady’s or Woodcliff Lakes Inc., since the house was constructed in 1977.

An additional 14.23 feet approximately would be needed along the southeast side of Lot
S21 to bring the residence into compliance with county zoning setbacks. See the plot plan
below, which is a survey showing where the new boundaries for S21 would be if the sale is
approved. The dotted line running through the garage represents the current southeast lot line.

The Woodcliff Lakes Board of Directors recommends selling a piece of common ground
approximately 14.23’ wide by 88.41' long to Ms. Brady for the sum of $500. The Board has
required Ms. Brady to bear the cost of the survey, the replat of the lot, and all costs associated
with this ballot and vote.

Woodcliff Entrance Road Improvement Project

Background

In March 2010, a group of concerned citizens approached the Home Owners Association (HOA)
Board in regards to researching options to permanently alleviate the poor conditions and
continued high level of maintenance of the roadway from the entrance to the Community Center.
After consideration of traffic count, road design, current tree line and drainage, the group
presented a proposal at the April HOA Board meeting to hard surface the entrance from the
railroad tracks to the Community Center and to put the proposed project, along with facts and
figures, to a vote of the people at the June Quarterly meeting. The Board subsequently agreed
to the vote.

Recommendation

With guidance from the Nebraska Minimum Design Standards, the group’s recommendation
proposes a residential lane with a 25 mph speed limit and a road width of 26 feet to be
constructed with adequate crown to provide drainage into the current drainage ribbons. See
attached map for proposed paving area.

Paving the suggested section of road benefits the entire community as it is the most traveled
area and leads to the businesses and community center. The paved road will continue to be
designated private and current road regulations will apply allowing homeowners to operate ATVs
and golf carts on the paved road.

Costs

Costs for such improvements are proposed to be funded by a one time special assessment..
Current project costs including material, labor, and engineering for the project are estimated at
$725 per lot which will cover the cost of the paved road improvement, as well as, funding to
provide additional grading, rock and maintenance to improve all roads within Woodcliff. Section
5.c of the Woodcliff Lakes By-Laws allow for any special charges or assessments to be put to
vote to the voting membership.




Woodcliff Entrance Pavement Project
Frequently Asked Questions

Q1. What section of the road is proposed to be paved? And why was this section
chosen?

A. Concrete paving is proposed from the entrance to the Community Center. This is an
area with generally the poorest conditions and experiences the highest volume of traffic.

Q2. Does paving the entrance mean that eventually all r  oads will be paved?

A. The current proposal is ONLY for paving the entrance. This does NOT mean that all
roads within Woodcliff will be paved. These are two separate topics and paving all roads is
not currently up for vote. A vote YES on the paving project is a vote to ONLY pave the
entrance area.

Q3. Isn'tit true that individual(s) within Woodcliff h ave
construction/concrete/engineering businesses that s tand to gain from the paving?
A. If this proposal is passed, a Request for Proposals (RFP) will be issued for the
engineering portion of the project and sealed bids will be received for the construction
portion of the project. The HOA Board will have the option to select the appropriate

consultant (engineer) and contractor based on these methods.

Q4. Concrete is expensive. Have we considered asphalt?

A. Price comparisons/estimates have been considered and concrete pavement is the
least expensive option at this time due to elevated oil prices. Asphalt is petroleum based.
The life cycle costs with asphalt also are more expensive than concrete pavement which
makes the total cost even greater.

Q5. I've heard cost estimates in the past of upto $1  5,000? How much will it really
cost me?

A. Cost estimates for the proposed roads project are $725 per lot. This covers the paving
for the entrance road and also includes funds for additional grading (road crown), rock and
maintenance for all Woodcliff roads.

Q6. How will it be determined if the pavement project passes?

A. Per the By Laws, in order for this project to pass, it must be accepted by a majority of
the membership votes cast at any annual or special meeting. Votes may be cast by mail or
in person. For example if 200 homeowners vote, the proposal will pass if 101 or more
people vote in favor. See letter of explanation from HOA attorney.

Q7. If this proposal passes, when would | be expected to pay the $725?
A. Per the By-Laws, special assessments are due within 30 days after the proposal
passes. The assessment would likely be due 7-14-10

Q8. Concrete isn't maintenance free. How does the main  tenance cost of concrete
compare with our current road maintenance costs?

A. Concrete has a maintenance schedule of approximately 10 years which requires re-
tarring the joints and cracks, this averages about $250 per year for the amount of concrete
required at the entrance. In contrast this same amount of gravel road costs approximately
$5,500 per year to maintain with our current road budget.



Q9. Residents along the stretch of proposed paving sta nd to gain the most direct
benefit. I've got bad road conditions in front of my house. Why should | support

this?

A. The proposed paving area has the highest amount of traffic. Many residents use this
section to access their homes and/or businesses. This proposal also includes funding to
the current road budget to provide additional grading, rock and maintenance to improve all
roads within Woodcliff. There is benefit to all.

Q10. Woodcliff has existed for nearly 50 years with grav el roads and has had a
“country charm”. Why change now?

A. Woodcliff does have a unique country charm and those living/visiting here enjoy that
and will continue to enjoy that. However, 50 years ago Woodcliff had a fraction of the
homes it has today and therefore a fraction of the traffic. Gravel roads are suitable for
traffic counts of less than 400 cars/day. The entrance traffic studies have shown that an
average of approximately 2,000 cars pass through Woodcliff’'s entrance daily. With the
majority of the traffic driving on the proposed improvement area, the amount of traffic has
surpassed the road capacity. The problem will only continue to worsen unless addressed
in a way compatible with the amount of traffic that presently exists.

0Q11. How will paving the entrance affect me?

A. Paving the entrance will reduce the amount of money the HOA spends on the most
traveled section of road. This money can be reallocated to other areas which affect the
entire community, such as improvement of lake water quality.

Q12. Won't paved roads cause people to drive even faster  ?
A. The speed limit for the proposed paved section has been and will remain 25mph. This
will be enforced by our own security.

Q13. Will I still be able to drive my ATV or golf cart?
A. Yes, the entrance will be paved through a special assessment which will ensure our
roads remain private.

Q14. I've heard that paved roads will bring more count y law enforcement to
Woodcliff?

A. County law enforcement can come into Woodcliff with the present roads to issue
citations for violations not involving traffic citations. Paving any portion of the roads does
not/will not change this.

Q15. Will Woodcliff be required to install street lights or sidewalks?
A. No.

Q16. Will this raise my taxes?
A. Since property taxes are based on a home’s assessed value, it is not foreseen.

Q17. It's been a tough economy, why is now the timetop  ave?

A. Many residents have voiced their concern about the constant poor condition of this
section of road. With the current construction prices, the price is likely lower than in the
past making this a good time.

Q18. If the assessment passes when will the road be re  placed with concrete?
A. The current goal is to start the project immediately following Labor Day weekend so
the project will be complete before winter. It is a very tight timeline but will be worked to



achieve a fall completion if at all possible.

0Q19. What do we currently spend on our roads?
A. On the next page is a table showing our current roads budget, and potential savings by
paving the entrance.
