Remember to lock the boat ramp after
your watercraft is launched. This
keeps outsiders from accessing our
lake. (If you need the combination,
call the office 753-0247 or security
721-3000 — we average purchasing

two new locks each year.)

Zebra Mussels are tiny clams that are
prolific breeders and have no natural
enemies. They crowd out native
species including fish, clog tubing and
pipes, and their shells are hazardous
to bare feet. Zebra Mussels hitchhike
from one lake to another by attaching
themselves to boats and fishing gear.
They have been found at Offutt Air
Force Base Lake and in Kansas and
South Dakota. Ridding a lake of
zebra mussels is a highly expensive
process. Help keep them from
Woodcliff by cleaning your watercraft
with hot water or letting it dry in the
sun for five days after spending time
at other lakes. Quentin Bliss, a
former resident and water expert, will
present more information about zebra
mussels at the June 7" Annual
Meeting.




Annual Meeting

The Annual meeting starts at 1:30 pm at the Community Center on Sunday, June 7™, 2009.
The agenda includes presentation of the 2008 Auditor’s Financial Report, election of two Board of
Directors, and a presentation by an expert, Quentin Bliss, on Zebra Mussels. All votes for the
Board of Directors positions must be turned in by 2:00pm, when they will be opened and tallied.
Final election results will be announced at the end of the meeting. A ballot is enclosed in this
newsletter and can be mailed in for those unable to attend the meeting.

Woodcliff Roads

Gravel was applied to all Woodcliff roads in April as recommended by the Road Committee.
Washboards appeared immediately but after grading and leveling of the gravel, a well-timed
spring rain packed everything rather nicely. Magnesium Chloride should have been applied to all
roads for dust control by the time you read this. The plan is to apply dust control again before the
4™ of July and before Labor Day on the exterior roads.

Lake Water Clarity

Testing of lake water from both lakes will be done monthly throughout the summer season.
Test results will be compared to the 2001 Lake Classification project which was conducted by
UNL at Woodcliff. This will help determine a long-term plan for clarifying the lake water at
Woodcliff. In the short-term, the Board has contracted for an application this spring of Cutrine-
Plus to reduce algae blooms. Cutrine-Plus is a chelated copper mixture which is registered with
the EPA for use as an algaecide. There are no restrictions on water use for swimming and
fishing during or after the application. The drawback to Cutrine-Plus is that it requires
reapplication after approximately six weeks. Notification of the application will be posted on the
marquee at the Woodcliff entrance.

2008 Well Water Quality Report
The 2008 Water Quality Report will be available at the Annual meeting in June or contact the
Woodcliff office for a copy to be sent via mail or fax.

Spillway Outlet Tubes

Ice on the Platte River damaged the arms on one flap gate this winter. Goree Backhoe will be
repairing it sometime this summer when the river is lower. A small rock jetty will also be built to
divert ice from the tubes and eliminate future damages.

Yard Waste

The Waste Transfer Station near Hormel in Fremont will take yard waste at anytime during the
year at a charge of $47.55 per ton. Better yet, Lanoha Nurseries at 192" & Center in Omaha has
a free dump site for tree debris (including root balls) to the west of their buildings. PLEASE, NO
DUMPING IS ALLOWED ON ANY WOODCLIFF COMMON GROUNDS OR ALONG THE RIVER
EDGE - this severely hinders cleanup efforts which began after last summer’s storm. Let’s all
continue to work together to improve the entire community!

New Construction

Woodcliff covenants require approval of all new construction plans for buildings, fences, walls,
etc. by the Woodcliff Board of Directors. If you're planning anything other than interior
remodeling, please submit plans, including a lot plan and a copy of the Saunders County permit,
to the Woodcliff office for approval before beginning. Thanks!

Security

Boat inspections are off to a slow start so
far, | completed 22 of them today, but that
leaves around 1,000 to go. PLEASE, contact
me as soon as you can so we can get this
task out of the way. I've been trying to catch
some of the boats as they come out of
storage at the Marina, but there are a lot
stored elsewhere, and | need you to let me
know when they are delivered. This is
YOUR responsibility to get this done, and if
you wait until midsummer when | catch you
on the lake, you may be cited and your
privileges suspended. That is a lot of hassle
for something so simple to get done.

There are three
Boater Safety Courses scheduled,
depending on interest, May 2", May 9", and
May 16™, at the Marina from 9am-3pm.
Bring a snack and drink and $10 for
registration. Anyone under the age of 18
wishing to operate a watercraft MUST have
this course.

The ATVs and golf carts are beginning to
move again and | need to remind you, the
age of operation without adult supervision is
12 years old. Any underage kids found
operating will be escorted home and the lot
owner will be cited for the violation and ATV
privileges will be suspended for that lot. Any
kids found operating who are claiming to be
12, but are OBVIOUSLY NOT, will be
escorted home for proof of age. It amazes
me how many 12 year olds are running
around on ATVs and golf carts, but are only
in the 2" or 3" grade. The ATV Safety
Course is scheduled for Saturday, May 23",
at the lakes Office, 10am — 2pm.

ATVs, golf carts, etc. also need a lot
number and Woodcliff sticker — call me for
those also.

Remember, it is your responsibility to
inform your guests of the rules prior to
sending them out to play on your watercraft
and ATVs. With your cooperation this will be
another safe and enjoyable summer.

Good news on the grant front - RePlant Woodcliff was awarded a tree planting grant from OPPD! Thanks

to many of you that contacted RW regarding the availability of this grant. RW was recognized by OPPD at an
April Arbor Day Celebration in Omaha. We have now been awarded three grants for trees, all of which, will be
planted in May in the common ground areas & along County Road W.

The RW Garden Club, formed in late winter, has held 3 meetings including a bulb exchange, planting &

weeding “meeting”.
