The next quarterly meeting of the Woodcliff Lakes Inc. Homeowner’s Association will be Sunday,
December 7™, at 1:30 pm at the Community Center. Everyone is welcome to attend and voice
their opinion on any topic, or just to enjoy the cookies and coffee! The 2009 Budget will be on the
agenda and this will determine the amount of the 2009 dues.

2009 Dues

The 2009 Dues will be set at the December 7" quarterly meeting with the approval of the 2009
Budget. Dues will be billed and mailed to everyone on December 15". Those with email
addresses submitted to the office will also receive the billing electronically; since this is the first
time doing so in this manner. In the future, email addresses will not receive a paper copy.
Payment is due on January 1, 2009 and becomes delinquent as of January 31, 2009 when finance
charges of 1% per month will start being assessed. Prompt payment is much appreciated and
helps the Association provide services and conduct business on your behalf in a timely manner.

June 27" Storm Cleanup

Cleanup of the storm damages is nearing completion. The grinding of debris for mulch is done
for both the FEMA project and the Homeowner’s. Three piles of mulch were left on common
ground for use by RePlant Woodcliff. The mulch and debris at the collection site will be disposed
of by the land owner. Tree stump grinding should be done by the time you read this, which should
leave only a few “hangers” in trees to be cut down and leveling to be done in some areas. Final
bills should be available for consideration in the 2009 budget process. The Board hopes to avoid
an assessment by using money from the General Reserve Fund and monies left over in the 2008
Road Dust Treatment budget and from the 2008 Special Assessment fund.

Board Approval of Construction

Storm damages to residents’ homes has created a significant amount of construction and
remodeling. The Woodcliff Board must approve all new construction and additions to see that they
comply with Woodcliff Covenants. Plans and specifications must be submitted in writing to the
Board via the Woodcliff office for approval. A copy of the County Building permit helps speed up
the approval process. Construction projects needing approval include new buildings, additions,
fences, walls, seawalls, etc.

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Here comes the cold weather, and as can be
expected the “critter calls” are increasing.
Whether it is bats in the house, or a raccoon or
opossum in the garage, all the critters are looking
for somewhere warm to winter. You should make
sure that your boats are tarped tightly, and do not
leave your garage doors open and un-attended.
The beaver are active as well, but | have had
more luck catching them crossing the road than
on the water. Please remember that it is not a
good idea to feed the ducks and geese. Not only
is it detrimental to them to interrupt their
migration, it is against the rules to feed them (their
droppings increase algae blooms when the
weather turns warm). Also remember not to leave
dog or cat food out, as this tends to bring the
foxes and coyotes in. While we are on the subject
of wildlife, if you travel the “Low Road” or area
county roads, especially at night, please watch for
suspicious vehicles or spot lighting. | have been
working with area Game & Parks Officers in
regards to several poaching cases in our area, the
closest being within a half mile of Woodcliff. The
poachers are strictly “head hunting”, taking the
antlers and leaving the rest to spoil. Please report
any such activity you observe, either to 721-3000
or 911.

Now that we have covered the four legged
“critters”, we can move on to the two legged
variety. Although we enjoy the lowest crime rate
in the nation, we are not totally immune to criminal
activity. It is essential to the security of our
community that every resident remain vigilant.
Please keep an eye out for suspicious vehicles,
people and activities. If you observe anything out
of the ordinary, contact security and let us check it
out. There are a lot of different contractors
working in the area due to this summer’s storm
damage. This results in a lot of strange vehicles
and people running around. Although | have tried
to familiarize myself with those working in our

area, | still come into contact with new ones
almost on a daily basis. | have enlisted the help
of some of these contractors to watch for people
and vehicles they are not familiar with. Make sure
you contact security for a House Watch if you are
planning on being away. Whether you are leaving
for a day or a month, it is important that you let
me know so | can get your house on the extra
patrol list. | hope everyone has a great
Thanksgiving, and a safe and accident free
winter. As always, thank you for your cooperation
and support.

Bulb planting

bulbs this fall. Money from donations earlier this year was used to purchase the bulbs with Steve
Basilico also donating many iris bulbs.

Protective Tree Wrap

Protective tubing has been cut and put into place around the tree trunks for those trees closest to
the water to prevent beaver from making a winter lunch out of the recently planted trees. Thanks
to Steve Basilico for donating the tubing and Gary, Lonnie, Josh, and Jackson Mahrt for cutting it
all and installing it around the new trees.

Shelter

Mike Steinbach, Kevin Lemmers, Lonnie Mahrt, and Tim Krause recently moved a 12’ x 16’ patio
shelter (donated by Gail & John Rosso) to the horseshoe pit/playground area. Kevin is also
working on installing decking for the floor. The shelter will provide shade next summer.

Recycling Center

Woodcliff residents have kicked into recycling mode! We have already had to pull one full bin,
which is faster than anticipated. Rock has also been hauled in to reduce the water/mud puddles
that accumulate by the entrance to the bin on the west side of the Community Center.

Grant Update

RePlant Woodcliff was awarded $7,500 in grant money from Trees for Nebraska Towns! This
funding was approved too late in the fall to utilize for current projects but will be used for many
trees in the Maple Lane, Shady Lane, and Volleyball Court area next spring. The Nebraska
Statewide Arboretum assisted in the plan design, conducting an onsite visit to choose a diverse
tree base that should do well in Woodcliff's soil. The plans can be viewed at the Woodcliff office.

Future Fund Raising

Grants are very restrictive and often times we don’t qualify because Woodcliff is private property,
so your donations are vital in making these wonderful things happen! RePlant Woodcliff is working
on a fund raiser for the February/March timeframe.

Water conservation is the most cost-
effective and environmentally sound way to
reduce our demand for water, which in turn
puts less pressure on our sewage treatment
facilities, and uses less energy. What can we
all do?

Look through this list for ways that will
work for you:

Fill a plastic bottle or bag with pebbles and
water and place in your toilet tank.

Turn off the water while brushing your teeth
or shaving.

Check all faucets, toilets, and plumbing
joints for leaks.

Wash dishes by hand and don't leave the
water running for rinsing, fill one sink with
rinse water.

Keep a bottle of drinking water in the fridge,
which saves running tap water to cool for
drinking.

Don't defrost frozen foods with running
water. Use the microwave or plan ahead by
placing items in the refrigerator overnight.

Rinse vegetables/fruit in a filled sink or pan
instead of letting the faucet run.

Use the garbage disposal less and the
garbage more — composting is even better!

Put a layer of mulch around trees and
plants which slows down evaporation.

Run only full loads in the washing machine
and dishwasher.

Install water-saving shower heads or flow
restrictors.

Capture rain water to water house and yard
plants.

Dispose of prescriptions or hazardous
materials properly — don’t flush them!
